Weeks of preparation will pay off in the homes of many Jews 
when they begin to celebrate the holiday of Passover, which 
begins the night of April 8 th this year and last for eight days after 
that.   Passover is reportedly the most observed Jewish holiday for 
American Jews.  This means that most Jews in the United States 
will attend a seder meal (the festive meals held on the first two 
nights of Passover), refrain from eating leavened products (called 
chametz in Hebrew), and will eat matzah, the special unleavened 

flat bread associated with the holiday.   All of these observances 
are done to commemorate the Jewsõ release from slavery in 
Ancient Egypt.   This theme, freedom from slavery in Egypt, 
shapes the Passover holiday, and still has a lot to tell all of us 

today.  

 At the seder meal, some Jews sing a song which contains the 
line, òonce we were slaves and now we are free people.ó  Catchy 
as the tune may be, the message does not accurately convey the spirit of Passover in the Jewish 
tradition.   For Jews, freedom from slavery in Egypt is not freedom to do anything and everything 
one wishes to do, it is, as our religious laws teach us, so that we may serve the values and 
principles of our tradition, so that we may take up the obligations of leading just and thoughtful 

lives without the excuse that anyone elseõs will might constrain us from doing what is proper. 

 As said, this is a concept that has universal application today.   How often do we confuse 
òfreedomó with having no responsibilities, no cares, no obligations but satisfying 
ourselves?  When we let this become our philosophy of life, we are not freeing ourselves; we are 
in fact enslaving ourselves to our appetites and our desires.   This 

is not true freedom or anything close to it.  

 Passover teaches us that freedom is the freedom to take on 

responsibility, to stand up for what one believes in, to not leave 
it to others to tell us what is right and not to leave it to others to 
do what is right either, but to do it ourselves.   Perhaps that is 
why so much work goes into preparing for Passover ð to be truly 
free isnõt easy, in fact it is hard work, but the rewards, like those 
that come from having a house ready for the holiday, are well 

worth the effort.

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OVERVIEW:  

 
Since the Torah prohibits the eating of chametz during Pesach, and since many common foods contain some mixture of 
chametz, guidance is necessary when shopping and preparing for Pesach. 
 
Chametz does not lose its identity in any mixture.  For that reason, even the smallest fractional amount of chametz renders 
the whole mixture chametz and therefore its use on Pesach is prohibited.   
 
Below is a guideline you may find helpful in your preparation for Pesach.  Kosher le-Pesach labels that do not bear the name 
of a rabbi or one of the recognized symbols of rabbinic supervision, or which are not integral to the package, should not be 
used without consulting the rabbi.  
 
Prohibited foods include the following:  leavened bread, cakes, biscuits, crackers, cereal, coffees containing cereal deriva-
tives, wheat, barley, oats, spelt, rye, and all liquids containing ingredients or flavors made from grain alcohol.  
 
Ashkenazic authorities include the following foods (kitniyot) as not to be eaten on Pesach:  rice, corn, millet, legumes (bea ns 
and peas; however, string beans are permitted).  The Committee on Jewish Law and Standards has ruled unanimously that 
peanuts and peanut oil are permissible, as peanuts are not actually legumes. 
 
DATES AND TIMES FOR FINAL PREPARATIONS: 

A. Tuesday, April 7 th, Bedikat (Search for) Chametz ð The search for the chametz should take place on Tuesday night 
after dark.  

B. Wednesday, April 8th, Taanit Bechorim  (Fast of the Firstborn), the day leading up to the first Seder is observed as a 
fast by firstborn males as a reminder of the first born of the Egyptians who were smitten during the tenth plague in 
Egypt.  This requirement can be nullified if the one fasting attends a Seudat Mitzvah (meal of mitzvah), at which 
they can eat.  Such a meal will be offered at morning services, 6:30am on the 8 th. 

C. No chametz should be eaten after 10:20am in our area.  
D. Biur Chametz (Burning of Chametz), it is customary to burn a symbolic amount of chametz on Wednesday (of that 

which was collected the night before).  For those performing this ritual in our area, it must be done by 11:40am.  
 

PERMITTED FOODS:   
A. The following foods require no kosher le-Pesach label if purchased prior  to Pesach:  unopened packages or containers 

of natural coffee without cereal additives; sugar, pure tea (not decaffeinated); salt (not iodized); pepper, natural 
spices; frozen fruit juices with no additives; frozen (uncooked) vegetables; milk; butter; cottage cheese; cream 
cheese; ripened cheeses such as cheddar (hard); Muenster (semi-soft); and camembert (soft); frozen (uncooked) fruit 
(with no additives).  

B. The following foods require no kosher le-Pesach label if purchased before or during  Pesach:  Fresh fruits and vegeta-
bles, eggs, fresh fish and fresh meat.  

C. The following foods require  a kosher le-Pesach label if purchased before or during  Pesach:  All baked products 
(matzah, cakes, matzah flour, farfel, matzah meal, and any products containing matzah); canned or bottled fruit 
juices; canned tuna; wine; vinegar; liquor; oils; dried fruits; candy; chocolate flavored milk; ice cream; yogurt and 
soda. 

D. The following processed foods (canned, bottled or frozen), require  a kosher le-Pesach label if purchased during  
Pesach:  milk, butter, juices, vegetables, fruit, milk products, spices, coffee, tea, and fish, as well as all foods listed 
in Category C. 

ADDITIONAL FOODS 
BAKING POWDER, is prohibited due to the cornstarch in it. 
BROWN SUGAR, the careful person will seek out brown sugar with a Kosher for Passover certification, however, Dixie 

Crystals, Domino Brown & Brownulated, and Florida Crystals Brown are all permissible even without a Passover certi-
fication.   

CHEESES, Cottage cheese, cream cheese and ripened cheese (e.g. cheddar, Muenster, camembert) if purchased before 
Pesach begins, do not need to be labeled for Passover specifically.  However, processed cheese (e.g. American) and 
cheese foods are not permitted.  

CONFECTIONERS SUGAR, is frequently produced using an agent that would be kitniyot, therefore, only certified for Pass-
over confectioners sugar should be used. 

CORN SYRUP is prohibited.

ADDITIONAL FOODS (cont) 
KITNIYOT 

Ashkenazi vegetarians are not allowed to eat them however vegans and those with certain food aller-
gies may deem it necessary.  Consultation with a rabbi is required.  

Usually permitted for Sephardim.  
 

KASHERING OF UTENSILS:   
 
The process of kashering utensils depends on how the utensils are used.  According to Jewish law, leaven can 
be purged from a utensil by the same process in which it was absorbed into the utensil ( ke-volo kach polto ).  
Therefore, utensils used in cooking are kashered by boiling, those used in broiling are kashered by fire and 
heat, and those used only for cold food are kashered by rinsing.  

 
EARTHENWARE (china, pottery, etc.) may not be kashered.  However, fine translucent chinaware which has 

not been used for over a year may be used if scoured and cleaned in hot water.  
METAL UTENSILS 

Those used in fire (spit, broiler) must first be thoroughly scrubbed and cleaned and then made as hot 
as possible with a flame.  

Those used for cooking or eating (silverware, pots) must be thoroughly scrubbed and cleaned and com-
pletely immersed in boiling water.  Pots should have water boiled in them, which will overflow the 
rim.  A 24 hour waiting period between immersion and use should be observed.  

Those used for baking are not to be used during Passover.  
 

OVENS AND RANGES:  Every part that comes in contact with food must be thoroughly scrubbed and cleaned.  
Then oven and range should be heated as hot as possible for a half hour.  If there is a boil setting, use it.  
Self-cleaning ovens should be scrubbed and cleaned and then put through the self -cleaning cycle.  Con-
tinuous cleaning ovens must be kashered in the same manner as regular ovens. 

MICROWAVE OVENS, which do not cook the food by means of heat, should be cleaned, and then a cup of wa-
ter should be placed inside.  Then the oven should be turned on until the water disappears.  A microwave 
oven that has a browning element cannot be kashered for Pesach.  

PRESSURE COOKERS: Can be kashered.  Separate parts should be kashered separately. 
GLASSWARE:  Authorities disagree as to the method for kashering drinking utensils.  One opinion requires 

soaking in water for three days, changing the water every 24 hours.  The other opinion requires only a 
thorough scrubbing before Pesach, or putting them through a dishwasher.  

PORCELAIN:  Cannot be kashered for Pesach. 
PYREX:  May be kashered in the same way as glassware 
DISHWASHER:  After not using the machine for a period of 24 hours, a full cycle with detergent should be run.  
ELECTRICAL APPLIANCES: If the parts that come into contact with chametz are removable, they can be 

kashered in the appropriate way (if metal, follow the rules for metal utensils).  If the parts are not remov-
able, the appliance cannot be kashered.  (All exposed parts should be thoroughly cleaned.)  

TABLES, CABINETS AND COUNTERS:  If used with chametz, they should be thoroughly cleaned and covered, 
and then they may be used.  

KITCHEN SINK: A metal sink can be kashered by thoroughly cleaning and then pouring boiling water over it.  A 
porcelain sink should be cleaned and a sink rack used.  If, however, dishes are to be soaked in a porcelain 
sink, a dish basin must be used. 

CHAMAYTZ AND NON-PASSOVER UTENSILS: Non-Passover dishes, pots and chametz whose ownership has been 
transferred, should be separated, locked up or covered, and marked in order to prevent accidental use.  

TEFLON:  Teflon can be kashered only if it is nearly new.  Any scratches or gouges disqualifies it.

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In this column, we will discuss and try to demystify some of our local customs. If there is a particular custom that  
 you would like to learn about, email a note to the Religious Committee ð at info@ebjc.org and I wi ll either write you 
personally or may make it the subject for a future article.  
 
One of the responsibilities entrusted to the Religious Committee Chair or his/her designee is the responsibility to 
assign Honors on Shabbat mornings, Yom Tov mornings and various other occasions when the Torah is read.  Often, 
there are misconceptions about the performance of this function. The purpose of this article is to explain some of 
the intricacies, the rhyme and reason, so that the person walking around ôhanding out honorsõ doesnõt seem so 
mysterious. 
 
Now, some will say that Iõm giving away some of the secrets of the service, but quite frankly, none of it is a 
secret.  
 
There are certain priorities used to assign Honors. Most people know that the first aliyah is given t o a Kohein, and 
the second aliyah is for a Levite.  Typically, on a Shabbat morning, the reading is divided into seven aliyot. 
Following these, the last few lines of the seventh aliyah are reread as the Maftir aliyah, which is given to the 
person who will be chanting the Haftorah (reading from the Prophets). On special occasions (such as a Bar 
Mitzvah), a few additional aliyot are added ð these are called Hosafot (which means ôadditionalõ) aliyot. The final 
Hosafah is called the Acharon (Last) aliyah.  
 
Our practice is that Kohanim and Leviim may only receive the Kohein or Levi Aliyah, the Acharon aliyah, and 
Maftir. All of the other Torah reading aliyot are reserved for  Yisroelim. (Special rules apply when you have no 
Kohanim, or no Leviim, or no  Yisroeli m) 
 
As far as who should receive an aliyah, there are certain rules of priority which apply.  They include the following:  
 

1.  A Hatan (bridegroom) on the Shabbat before the wedding (the aufruf)  
2.  A Child on the occasion of his Bar-Mitzvah 
3.  A Man whose Yahrzeit for a father or mother takes place that day  
4.  The father of a baby girl who is being named  
5.  The father of a baby boy whose bris will take place that Shabbat or during the coming week  
6.  A Man whose Yahrzeit for a father or mother takes place during the upcoming w eek 
7.  One who must bench Gomel (a blessing recited as an expression of gratitude to God by anyone who has just 

lived through a perilous experience)  
8.  One who is embarking or returning from a journey  
9.   A visitor to the synagogue 

 
While within each of these categ ories, specific rules apply, what is important to know is that the effort is made to 
assign aliyot according to these rules.  
 
After these categories, the effort is typically made to circulate the aliyot amongst the congregation.  
In addition to the Torah A liyot, it is also considered an honor to be asked to open the ark, remove or return the 
Torah, and Wrap the Torah.  Because a certain amount of skill is required to Lift the Torah, this honor is assigned 
to people who have demonstrated an ability to do so properly.  If you would like to learn to perform the Lifting of 
the Torah (Hagbah), please contact Dave Mandell.  
If you seem to never get an honor when you have a Yahrzeit, your Yahrzeit is probably missing from a shul list.  
Please call the office and let  them know so that they can let us know.    Rabbi Benson feels and we agree that 
every effort should be made so that all men who are members should at some time during the year get an honor 
on Shabbat.  Weõll be making every effort to make this happen, but donõt hesitate to let an usher or one of us 
know youõd be interested in participating.  We want EBJC to be your spiritual home and we hope this letter helps 
it become that.
