Exclusive and Universal

At the end of May (Saturday night, May 26, Sunday, May 27, and Mon-
day, May 28) the Jewish world observes the festival of Shavuot, which com-
memorates the revelation at Mount Sinai. Arguably, Sinai marks the begin-
ning of the Jewish People’s relationship with God. Before that, the relation-
ship with God was with individual founders and leaders, Abraham, Isaac, Ja-
cob, and Moses. At Sinai, God enters into a relationship, a covenant with all
of Israel, as God proclaims, “You will be my people and | will be your God.”

Perhaps the enormity of the event, God revealing the divine self to
the people, or the exclusivity of the event, the revelation was to us, has led many to proclaim
the unique nature of our people. We see ourselves as the “chosen people” and we proclaim
that God has “chosen us from among the nations.” At Sinai, God chose us from among the na-
tions and gave us the gift of His Torah. It is because of that unique event that many see us as
a unique, special people.

Our biblical tradition, however, shies away from such triumphal feelings of exclusivity
and superiority. Early in our history the prophet Amos rebuked the people of Israel telling
them they are no better than any other people, “To Me, Israelites, you are just like the Ethio-
pians declares the Lord. True | brought Israel up from Egypt, but also the Philistines from
Caphtor and the Arameans from Kir.” (Amos 9:7) Amos tells the people of Israel that they are
not intrinsically superior to other people. What makes Israel a better nation is its adherence
to God's laws and dedication to the principles of holiness.

Even our rabbinical legends steered away from seeing the events at Mount Sinai as an
exclusively Israelite event. Our rabbis taught that when the Torah was given all birds ceased
singing and silence enveloped the world. Sinai was not an event exclusive to Israel, nor was it
of import only to Israel. For our rabbis, the revelation at Sinai was an event that held great
meaning for the entire world and the result of that revelation, the Torah, was a gift to all
mankind.

While Judaism is not an evangelical religion, that teaches us to proselytize to non-Jews,
neither is it an insular religion that withdraws from the rest of the world. In our Torah God in-
structs the fledgling Israelite nation that they are to be, “a nation of priests and a holy peo-
ple.” (Exodus 19:6) This command serves as a mission statement for all Judaism. As the priest-
ly class is to model holiness and assist the nation of Israel in its religious quest, so the nation
of priests, i.e. Israel, is to model holiness for the entire world.

Last month, as part of the Passover celebration, we opened our doors for Elijah. More
than inviting Elijah in, we are sharing our Seder with the entire world. All can see what is hap-
pening in our homes. Indeed Passover has become a teaching opportunity. Jewish communities
throughout our country reach out to non Jewish neighbors and the meaning of Passover is
shared in ecumenical programs and study. The message of freedom and redemption reverber-
ates in all traditions and religions.

This month as we ready to celebrate Shavuot, doors will not be open, but we should not
take this to symbolize the nature of Shavuot. Far from being an insular private celebration or
a family event, Shavuot is the commemoration of a turning point in world history. The event
we celebrate on Shavuot changed Jewish history and world history. The instructions heard at
Sinai were meant for our entire world, the message is universal, and we are its conduit to the
world.

MESSAGE FROM THE PRINCIPAL’S OFFICE

A lot has been happening in the religious school this month.

On April 1, we had a model Seder for grades K - 3. The3rd graders were the leaders of the Seder, and
they were so proud! The teachers did a great job running the Seder, preparing their students, and
making an age-appropriate Haggadah for the kids. We thank Joannie Weinfeld and her committee for
the superb job they did shopping for, and preparing the food, and setting the tables. We also thank
Morah Laura, Morah Loni, and Morah Ricki for making sure their students knew the 4 Questions for your
Seder pleasure!

On April 3, grades 4 - 7 had a great time with a Walk-Through Seder, which was an alternative to a
Model Seder. We set up 24 stations around the ball room. Every part of the Seder was represented in
these, and even more than one station devoted to some parts of the Seder. The variety of activities
included saying the various brachot, activities and thought-provoking questions, and, of course, eating.
Each class got points for how they did with the activities and the Hei class (5" gr) came out the winner!
So many parents helped out with this too, preparing food and manning some of the stations. Todah
rabbah!

On April 17, right on the heels of our Pesach break, came Yom HaShoah (Holocaust Remembrance
Day). Grades 3 - 7 gathered in the lobby where the 6" graders lit 6 yellow candles, each for a million
Jews murdered in the Holocaust, and one candle for the 7 million non-Jews who also perished at Hit-
ler’s hand. The 6" grade studies about the Holocaust in their curriculum and, as each student lit a can-
dle, s/he mentioned the name of a person studied or a reason for which the candle was being lit. We
discussed why Israel chose this date as Yom HaShoah and | told them briefly about my husband’s recent
trip to Berlin, where the German’s have reminders all over the city of the horror that was caused.
There are at least 4 synagogues, a Jewish museum, a separate Holocaust museum, memorials, and
plaques embedded in the ground stating actual names of victims who stood on that very spot as they
were being transported to the concentration camps, which camp they went to, and what happened to
them. We Jews have always said, NEVER AGAIN,” and it is clear that the Germans are saying the same
thing.

In our high school program, we have 2 amazing Israel courses in which the kids learn so much. In the
8"/9'™" grade class, they learn about how Israel fits into their identities and lives, about how proud we
are of Israel’s accomplishments, and the history of the land of Israel. In the 10™/11"" grade class, their
focus is on the Arab-Israeli conflict, its history and the desires of both sides, and they are learning how
to take what they learn to advocate for Israel when speaking to an Anti-Zionist who believes in the
myths that abound around the world about Israel.

We look forward to more exciting things ahead:
