 Exclusive and Universal 
 
At the end of May (Tuesday night, May 14, Wednesday, May 15, and Thursday,  
May 16) the Jewish world observes the festival of Shavuot, which commemorates  
the revelation at Mount Sinai. Arguably, Sinai marks the beginning of the Jewish  
People's relationship with God. Before that, the relationship with God was with I  
individual founders and leaders, Abraham, Isaac, Jacob, and Moses. At Sinai, God  
enters into a relationship, a covenant with all of Israel, as God proclaims, "You will  
be my people and I will be your God."   
 
Perhaps the enormity of the event, God revealing the divine self to the people, or the exclusivity of 
the event, the revelation was to us, has led many to proclaim the unique nature of our people. We see 
ourselves as the "chosen people" and we proclaim that God has "chosen us from among the nations." At 
Sinai, God chose us from among the nations and gave us the gift of His Torah. It is because of that 
unique event that many see us as a unique, special people.  
 
Our biblical tradition, however, shies away from such triumphal feelings of exclusivity and superiority. 
Early in our history the prophet Amos rebuked the people of Israel telling them they are no better 
than any other people, "To Me, Israelites, you are just like the Ethiopians declares the Lord. True I 
brought Israel up from Egypt, but also the Philistines from Caphtor and the Arameans from Kir." (Amos 
9:7) Amos tells the people of Israel that they are not intrinsically superior to other people. What 
makes Israel a better nation is its adherence to God's laws and dedication to the principles of holiness.  
 
Even our rabbinical legends steered away from seeing the events at Mount Sinai as an exclusively Isra-
elite event. Our rabbis taught that when the Torah was given all birds ceased singing and silence en-
veloped the world. Sinai was not an event exclusive to Israel, nor was it of import only to Israel. For 
our rabbis, the revelation at Sinai was an event that held great meaning for the entire world and the 
result of that revelation, the Torah, was a gift to all mankind.  
 
While Judaism is not an evangelical religion, that teaches us to proselytize to non -Jews, neither is it 
an insular religion that withdraws from the rest of the world. In our Torah God instructs the fledgling 
Israelite nation that they are to be, "a nation of priests and a holy people." (Exodus 19:6) This com-
mand serves as a mission statement for all Judaism. As the priestly class is to model holiness and assist 
the nation of Israel in its religious quest, so the nation of priests, i.e. Israel, is to model holiness for 
the entire world.  
 
Last month, as part of the Passover celebration, we opened our doors for Elijah. More than inviting 
Elijah in, we are sharing our Seder with the entire world. All can see what is happening in our homes. 
Indeed the message of Passover has become a universal value that is shared with the entire world. The 
message of freedom and redemption reverberates in all traditions and religions.  
 
This month as we ready to celebrate Shavuot, doors will not be open, but we should not take this to 
symbolize the nature of Shavuot. Far from being an insular private celebration or a family event, Sha-
vuot is the commemoration of a turning point in world history. The event we celebrate on Shavuot 
changed Jewish history and world history. The teachings and instructions heard at Sinai were meant 
for our entire world, the message is universal, and we are its conduit to the world.

In April, our Hebrew High and Youth community commemorated Yom HaShoah by filling the Beit Midrash 
to hear Holocaust survivor Ilse Loeb share her moving story about being a Hidden Child.  
Our USY students took part in the EBJC Yom Hazikaron program. The Hebrew school, created a 30-foot 
banner òEBJC salutes Israeló with each Gan-Bogrim student expressing what they loved best about Israel 
The banner was hung on Yom Hazikaron. For pictures, please see the EBJC Facebook page. Both our Kadi-
ma and Chavarim groups held Israeli-inspired events.  
On April 23, Holocaust survivor Sol Lurie visited the Vav and PSSDS class. He told his story of being interned in 6 
different concentration camps and surviving a death march. He spoke about tolerance and hope.  
Upcoming Hebrew School events:  On Tuesday, May 7, we will host the final speaker of our series of Hol-
ocaust  survivors. Barbara Friedman, the grandmother of Brooke Friedman will tell the story of her family 
and how they perished in the Holocaust. Also on Tuesday, May 7, the Bogrim class will re -enact a Jewish 
wedding. Parents and family are invited to attend both events.  

On Tuesday, May 14th , our 7th and 12th grade classes will graduate from Hebrew school and Hebrew High 
respectively. We look forward to seeing our Bogrim students next year as they continue their Jewish edu-
cation in Hebrew High.  

Finally, on May 19, our Hei Class will exhibit their Artifact Project for Parents and classes. The final days 
of Hebrew School are: Sunday, May 19, for K-2 and Tuesday, May 21, 3-6 grades. We will have a picture 
video on the last day of school K -2 at 9:05- 9:10 and grades 3-6  6:05- 6:15.
