(Barbara Pollack has made an annual summer volunteer journey to Israel. This is the text of her report to
EBJC on her 2007 visit)

I f you have been anxiously awaiting my annual speech

were suddenly discovered to be not only woefully inadequate, but mud -filled and rat infested, with no working
toilets. Enter Livnot, and a new project was born. Refurbishing those shelters, turning them into community

rooms that the local populace could take pride and ownership in and maintain themselves. Such was the shel-

ter | worked on in Tzfat. It had been cleaned, new toilets and showers installed, new ceramic tile flooring, and

murals on the newly painted walls. The following week it was to become a day camp for the young children of

the neighborhood. One resident confided in me that the inhabitants of the building had already begun to take

pride, ripping out the thorny shrubbery and replacing it with grass and flowers. In that particular case, Livnot
achieved its goal, and | was proud to have spent a week there. By the way, Livnot, which accepts donations to
help in their work, has a new initiative, O0Adopt a 9
ject for Mitzvah Corps!

While Volunteers for Israel requires a minimum 2 week commitment and usually 3, Livhot can be done for a
day, a week, a month, 6 months. If you are on a Federation or Hadassah mission and have a free day, you can
work with Livnot. If you are going on a tour, whether as an adult, family or teenager you can add this on to
your tour schedule. They have a special program to extend Birthright an extra week or two or three. You can
contact these organizations at www.sar-el.org (check out the pictures to see many of my friends, including 90 -
year-old Malka from Bayonne), www.vfi -usa.org, and www.livnot.com .

Several young people from this congregation are leaving for a year in Israel this week dmy own son Oren, Deb-
bie Sason, and Dan Sucher among them. In the programs these teens will attend, community service is an inte-
gral part. It can mean volunteering at a hospital, soup kitchen, old age home, nursery school for handicapped
children, painting, gardening, or, as Oren plans, being trained to work with Magen David Adom as a paramedic.
Volunteerism is a given to this generation.

| was sitting in the front row at Welcome Shabbat when | turned around and was overcome with emotion at the utter
transformation that has overtaken our synagogue in the past months. The sanctuary was packed. People were engaged
with the service. People were treating each other in a friendly and respectful manner. People looked happy. There were
lots of families with young children. And | wondered to myself about something | think everyone else there must also
have been contemplating - how has this happened?

I have continued to ponder this question for the past several weeks and have come up with some ideas | would like to
share with fellow congregants. | look forward to hearing what other people's opinions are also. If you send me your
thoughts (mermelspot@aol.com), | will include them in a future column. The thoughts below are my own, formed only
using the information that | am aware of. | am on the Board of the synagogue, but not in a position of importance, and my
knowledge is limited to what is generally known. Please forgive any omissions | make through my own ignorance.

There are many heroes in our transformation, mostly unsung. The most unsung of our heroes is our first hero. This is the
first person who was able to start the process of changing the financial situation of the synagogue. It is very difficult be-
ing the first to implement change and to have to do so in the face of passivity and inertia of the people around you is
doubly hard. This takes courage. But like Nachshon who was the first to jump into the Red Sea as the Children of Israel
left EQypt, someone had to take the first step. This person was past president, Stuart Teicher.

The next heroes are our two current presidents - Sol Hecht and Jack Steinweis. Building on Stuart's example, they have
labored long and hard to achieve remarkable results in a relatively short period. After many tough and coura-

geous decisions, we have the first balanced budget in years. The integrity, decency and good nature of these two men
has been a blessing to our congregation.

Quietly working in the background, taking care of problems in every area of the physical plant of our building is an-

other hero. Will Shafer is responsible for many of the most dramatic physical changes to our synagogue and has been a
ceaseless planner and dreamer. He has spearheaded efforts in painting, maintanence, refurbishing, landscaping, deco-
rating and uncountable other projects. In addition, his practical ideas have saved the synagogue untold thousands of
dollars. We are deeply grateful for his hard work.

Another tireless worker on behalf of the welfare of our community is Amy Schonfeld. Her hand has been involved in un-
countable projects to improve the financial and social welfare of EBJC, including running the 92nd St. Y program, dream-
ing up and implementing the Shalom Shabbat series, starting the "Golden" awards and rolling up her sleeves and taking
on tasks large and small. Her work has been essential to the forward movement we have seen.

An important element in the improvement of the emotional environment must be accounted for by the Shalom Squad.
The impact of a warm welcome to congregants entering services can not be overestimated and we are grateful to Carol
Weisfelner, Arnold Wallis and Mark Bernstein for taking charge of our greeters.

For as long as anyone can remember the Sisterhood has been providing for and preparing a welcoming kiddush. It is
essential to the social fabric of our community that members have the opportunity to connect and interact over kiddush
each week, and the Sisterhood's labors in this area have been priceless.

Eric Rabinowitz has been tireless in dreaming up and implementing improvements. He has designed and organized the
focus groups in which congregants have come together to talk about their hopes for the future of EBJC. Eric and his
wife Cindy are now organizing a Chavurah for single parent families, a group very much in need of a warm and welcom-
ing place within the EBJC community.

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A major task of the congregation has been to find an interim Rabbi and then to use the expertise of this Rabbi to begin the com-
plex and difficult process of exploring what qualities are needed in a permanent Rabbi. Mickey Kaufman has most ably led the
Rabbi's Search Committee in bringing Rabbi Romirowsky to us. Now the team is starting to analyze the needs and desires of our
entire community so that in the coming year a permanent Rabbi can be chosen who is the best fit for EBJC.

The most encouraging development in our community is the vast number of volunteers who have stepped forward over the past
months to offer their expertise, talents, ideas and hard work. Efforts are underway in every area of the congregation including
membership, potential catering, adult education, Hebrew School renewal, and fund raising, that are simply too extensive to list
separately. Each one is a hero to us, but the list of tasks to be accomplished is long. Please volunteer to become a hero yourself
- itis the most emotionally satisfying of jobs.

| offer my gratitude to everyone who has helped to bring about the astonishing changes we all see. Things continue to get better
and better and the changes are dramatic and real. Our future is looking so bright we will soon all be wearing shades.
